Parade Rules and Regulations 

▪ You may leave the staging area and come back.  Someone needs to remain with 
your float/entry at all times. 

▪ Trash needs to be collected and brought to the registration tent by 12:45 pm. 
▪ Please be ready to roll by 12:45 pm. 
▪ YOU MAY NOT THROW CANDY OR ANY OTHER ITEMS FROM YOUR FLOAT OR 

WALKING GROUP.  Candy and other items need to be placed in bags of parade 
guests by walkers in your group on the sides of your float. 

▪ YOUR ENTRY CANNOT STOP MOVING AT ANY TIME INCLUDING WHEN YOU ARE 
BEING ANNOUNCED.  You can slow down but you may not come to a full stop at any 
time during the parade, except during the opening ceremony. Parade will be stopped 
momentarily for the ceremony. 

▪ Your entry number sign MUST stay affixed to your right-side windshield or left side of 
your banner or float. 

▪ Walkers in the parade will end at the Biglerville Fire Department to be bussed back 
to the school. 

▪ All floats will end at Oakside Community Park for the community to judge and 
pick the best float. Judging will take place from 1:30 pm until 2:30 pm. 

▪ No children under 5 years of age will be permitted to march in the parade, children 
under 5 years of age may ride on floats and vehicles. 

▪ All motor vehicles MUST be driven by a licensed driver. A copy of the driver’s license 
and vehicle insurance cards MUST be provided at the registration table. 

▪ All farm type units MUST be operated by persons 10 years or older and NOT 
permitted to wear any type of face coverings. All combinations of tractor and 
wagons or trailers MUST be secured with heavy-duty type safety chains. 

▪ All small types of tractors, lawn or garden, MUST have mower attachment removed. 
Operators MUST be 10 years or older. Operators are NOT permitted to wear any type 
of face coverings. 

▪ All operators under the age of 16 years old MUST have a liability waiver signed by the 
parent/guardian.

▪ All operators under the age of 16 years old MUST be accompanied by a 
parent/guardian during the parade and parents/guardian MUST fill out the Minor 
Participant Tractor Operation Liability Waiver stating they take full liability for the 
operator under the age of 16 years old. 

▪ All golf carts or Utility Vehicles (side by sides) MUST be operated by a licensed 
driver. A copy of the driver’s license and vehicle insurance cards MUST be provided 
at the registration table. 

▪ No self-propelled “trick” type vehicles permitted, including or motorcycles, motor 
bikes, “minibikes,” etc. 

▪ Continuous blowing of loud horns or sirens is PROHIBITED. 
▪ Any float or vehicle with advertising on the float MUST be registered under the 

Corporate Float category. Exceptions are youth or non-profits using a trailer from a 
business. 

▪ All animal droppings MUST be cleaned up and disposed of before leaving that area.  
▪ All dogs in the parade MUST be kept on leashes at ALL times. 
▪ Saddled animal entries MUST include a copy of their liability insurance with their 

registration form. 
▪ Nothing of controversial or obscene nature in any form will be permitted. All 

displays will be in good taste, suitable for families, show respect to other 
participants and contribute to the overall entertainment value of the parade. 

▪ Watch the Biglerville Borough FB page for the winners to be announced the following 
week. 

▪ The parade will take place rain or shine. 

 

DISQUALIFIED VEHICLES: All terrain vehicles, dirt bikes, motorized bicycles, go-carts, 
or other similar type vehicles designated for off-road or recreational purposes are NOT 
allowed to participate.
